Most people do not realize how much work and time it takes to 

run a program the size of Special Olympics Indiana Hamilton 

County. We receive no state or federal funds to support this 

program but nothing comes free. This is why we constantly do 

fundraisers and encourage everyone to help with funding. If you 

have other children in school or community sports programs, 

you know that the price for participation, equipment, and 

uniforms can be high. Special Olympics is unique because it 

does not charge a fee for participation – this does not mean that 

it comes without a price. We pay for facility rental for practices, 

and other events, buy uniforms and equipment, and have many 

operating expenses that no one even realizes. We pay the Area 

to participate in Area Games. We pay the State to participate in 

State Games. The number of participating athletes determines 

the amount; it can be expensive for a program as large as ours in 

Hamilton County. Coaches and volunteers do not get paid, nor 

do those who run the program. We do it because we love it and 

want to provide year-round sports training and competition for 

all people with intellectual disabilities in the county. 

We are thankful to have some very dedicated people who 

are always there to help and make it work. You know who you 

are and I want you to know how much we appreciate all that you 

do. You are the best and so many of you do more than your fair 

share. Some have been around for a long time and there are new 

people coming on-board all the time. 

I am glad that the complainers are few but there are some 

out there and I am tired of hearing their petty complaints. It is 

not a perfect world we live in but each of us could make it a 

better place by giving our fair share of support – not necessarily 

financial, but a thank-you or a word of appreciation can go a 

long way to brighten someone’s day. Be positive, not negative – 

look at the good, not the bad. Thank the coaches, who work long 

hours with the athletes. Thank the people who work behind the 

scenes to make the program work.
